Arich trail of artists and artisans can be found in the lush
countryside of the Brandywine Valley. The region has been
an inspiration to three generations of the famed Wyeth
family, whose art is on display at the Brandywine

River Museum. Other artisans along the Arts

Trail of the Brandywine Valley include the

Dean of American Craftsmen, Wharton

Esherick; Simon Pearce glassblowing

facility; Wendell August Forge metal

works; and many individual artists, craft-

ers and galleries.

Along the Arts Trail, plan on
exploring the many galleries and studios
throughout the countryside, such as: Andre
Harvey Studio, featuring magnificent bronze sculpture;
Artworks Fine Arts and Crafts Gallery, specializing
in both artwork and unique metalwork; and Eldreth
Pottery, producing handmade, functional salt-glazed
pottery in the Pennsylvania German tradition.

Follow the trail of artists and craftsmen in the
beautiful Brandywine Valley and be inspired as these
great artisans were. Take home memories and artistic
mementos of your visit to treasure for a lifetime.

BRIDGE TRAIL
Covered Bridges are an intrinsic part of the
Brandywine Valley's heritage. From as early as 1850
and through to a rebuilding renovation in 2002, these
unique architectural landmarks have graced the
countryside.
Follow a trail of bridges through every

corner of Chester County, cross two into neighboring
counties and visit one in nearby Delaware. Learn about
the varied characteristics of Brandywine Valley's covered
bridges such as the “Burr” truss, step portals and

discover how these bridges were named. Explore

Chester County's three white bridges, the “two-

span” bridge, the oldest bridge and the most
photographed (don't forget your camera!) Bridge
history and beauty
in Chester County’s
magnificent countryside.

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GARDEN TRAIL

The Brandywine Valley has a rich horticultural tradition,
from the benevolence of the famed du Pont family to
arboretums paying homage to Pennsylvania — Penn’s
Woods. The trail of gardens and arboretums in the
region includes Longwood Gardens, the world's premier
horticultural display garden, founded by Pierre S. du
Pont, as well as four additional du Pont-inspired gardens.
These include: Winterthur, Hagley, Nemours and Mount
Cuba. Jenkins and Tyler Arboretums are among the finest
in Pennsylvania, filled with horticultural collections of
plants, wildflowers, ancient trees, along with extensive
hiking trails. Follow the trail of flora, fauna and fragrance
throughout our magnificent countryside.

William Penn established Chester County in 1682 as
one of the first three counties in Pennsylvania; West
Chester is the county seat. Other historic towns in
Chester County include
Kennett Square, Oxford " ”
and Phoenixville. Each has ¢

its own unique agricultural,
revolutionary and industrial
histories. Phoenixville
boasts America’s earliest '
iron and steel forges. == | % - f
Kennett Square paved the T —
way for the mushroom farming business dating

back to 1885, and is now considered the undisputed
Mushroom Capital of the World.

The four towns are also known for their world-class
attractions. Kennett Square is home to the world-
renowned Longwood Gardens, with 1,077 acres offering
20 indoor and 20 outdoor gardens, a breathtaking
conservatory and spectacular illuminated fountains
and fireworks.
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Phoenixville boasts
the Colonial Theatre,
which opened in 1903
and was featured in

the science fiction classic, “The
Blob,” starring Steve McQueen. QVC, the country’s
preeminent electronic retailer is located in West
Chester, and the QVC Studio Tour provides a unique
look at the world of live television broadcasting.
And Oxford hosts the largest concentration of
Historic Covered Bridges in the county.

All the towns are filled with wonderful history
and attractions, but another common thread is an
infrastructure of charming and vibrant Main Streets.
These “"Main Streets of the Brandywine Valley” are
treasures of a time gone by, featuring lovely tree-
lined streets filled with restaurants, shops, galleries,
markets, festivals and more. Follow a trail of history,
architecture, cuisine and more through the Main
Streets of the Brandywine Valley.
