HARD HAT TOUR

The Hard Hat Tour is offered six days a week year-round, by
reservation only.

See it all first hand - from the grain
delivery and mashing in our giant steam-generated pressure
cookers to the fermentation and distillation. You will get a
chance to sce the pure distilled liquid, known as "white dog'"
coming out of our three-story column still. If you've ever
wanted to know exactly what goes into crafting Buffalo
Trace Bourbon, this tour is for you.
