Plan your whitewater trip

boats: custom-made for Sands Wild Water River Trips, these
rafts are the finest available, with optimum safety and
comfort in mind. U-paddle trips are available in 14-man or the
exciting 8-man rafts.

meeting time: hourly departures throughout the day from
8:30 A.M. t0 4:30 P.M. Please arrive 30 IMI1NS prior to departure.

meeting place: 1450 South Hwy 89 at the south Sands office.
RV parking is available. See map on back.

what to bring: For warm days, wear a swimsuit or casual
clothes that can get wet and secure shoes. For cool
days, we suggest a sweatshirt or fleece sweater and wool or fleece
socks. Bring a towel and dI‘y clothing for the return bus
ride. Remember, SUNSCIeen, sunglasses, and a hat are also
useful. Cameras are not recommended on white water river trips.
Neoprene wetsuits and booties are available for rent.

we provide: Round trip transportation from Jackson, rain jackets,
rain pants and rooms for changing. Our life jackets are U.S. Coast
Guard approved and must be worn at ah times. Group and
individual pick-up can be arranged at your place of lodging. Pick
up service also provided at Teton Village.

children: Minimum age is usually 6 years, however, in early
summer when the water level runs high, the minimum age may

be higher.

weather: Due to adverse weather conditions, trips may be
cancelled or rescheduled.

photos: Professional action photos of your trip will be available.

cancellations/refunds: Payment is refundable if trips are
cancelled due to weather or if notice of cancellation is received
24 hours prior to scheduled departure.

8-mile whitewater adventure
If you like wet heart-pounding excitement then this trip
is the perfect whitewater adventure. You help paddle an
eight-mile wild water ride down the Snake River over famous
rapids such as the Big Kahuna and Lunch Counter, and finish
with the thousand bubbles of Champagne.

16-mile breakfast scenic & whitewater combo

Many people want to experience everything the Snake River
has to offer, so it’s easy to see why this trip is our most
popular. After 8 miles of spectacular mountain scenery, we
stop at our renowned Pine Bar campsite. Our cook prepares
a delicious meal guaranteed to satisfy the heartiest appetite.
Then we continue down river for 8 miles of whitewater rapids.
Our trip is hassle free with no bus transfers between sections.

21-mile lunch scenic & whitewater combo
Combine a scenic float at the foot of the gorgeous Teton Range
with a run through the whitewater rapids of the Grand
Canyon of the Snake River. Enjoy a fabulous lunch as you
move between the two sections of river. You'll experience all
the best parts of the Snake River with this full-day trip.

16-mile overnight scenic & whitewater trip
An unforgettable experience awaits you at our comfortable
Pine Bar campsite, located riverside in a wooded forest with
mountain meadows. Custom canvas tents with sleeping cots
provide the ideal blend of luxury and outdoor experience.
Freshly prepared dinner served by a campfire complement the
serenity of your overnight stay. Wake up to a hot breakfast
and then get ready for 8 miles of exhilarating whitewater.

13-mile teton views scenic float trip

Sit back, relax, and enjoy the beauty of the river as your
guide works the oars. Be sure to bring a camera or video
recorder because the chance of seeing wildlife on this stretch
of the river is probable. Bird life abounds with eagles, hawks,
osprey, herons, and migratory birds flying alongside the raft.
If your eyes are sharp, you may see a moose eating willows or
river otters playfully swimming along the banks.

Special trips can easily be arranged for your group. Our season runs
mid-May through September. Overnight camping trips begin mid-June.
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
